Admission Requirements

Applicants are admitted to study abroad courses with the permission of the MAIA faculty.  Students should be in good standing with a minimum 3.0 grade point average.  

All Applicants are required to submit a complete application packet by April 1st 2010

Student Code of Ethics

Graduate students agree to abide by the Graduate Student Honor Code. 

The University of Miami expects all graduate students to adhere to the highest standards of ethics and academic integrity. All forms of academic fraud are strictly prohibited. These include, but are not limited to, plagiarism, cheating, collusion, falsification, violation of professional ethics or misrepresentation of research data. Students certify that all work (whether an examination, dissertation, thesis, research paper, research project, form of creative expression, experimental data, or any other academic undertaking) submitted for evaluation, presentation, or publication meets these standards. 

Additionally, graduate students are expected to respect and appreciate the diversity of the community and to respect the rights of others, be they property, privacy, opinion, or expression. Students found to be in violation of these standards are subject to disciplinary actions by the students department and/or the Graduate School through the process described in the Graduate Student Honor Code.

Two types of procedures exist: Academic and Nonacademic. Procedures for handling disciplinary and grievance matters are well established.
